A PROCLAMATION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF GILA COUNTY, 

ARIZONA, TO PROCLAIM OCTOBER 2014 AS “DOMESTIC VIOLENCE 

AWARENESS MONTH” IN GILA COUNTY

WHEREAS, Gila County seeks to improve services for victims/survivors of domestic violence and 

prevent future acts of domestic violence through public awareness and services for victims and perpetrators; 

 

WHEREAS, this community recognizes the vital importance of designating a time devoted to increase 

the general public’s awareness and support of agencies providing services to domestic violence victims and 

perpetrators; and 

 

WHEREAS, we hold forth a vision of a community free from domestic violence. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, we, the members of Gila County Board of Supervisors do hereby proclaim 

October 2014 as “Domestic Violence Awareness Month” in Gila County.
