Purchase dash cameras to equip Gila County Sheriff's Office patrol units.

Background Information
The Gila County Sheriff's Office included the cost for the dash cameras for twelve
patrol units in its 2015-2016 budget.

Evaluation
The Gila County Sheriff's Office would like to equip twelve patrol units with dash
cameras.  There is an increasing use in dash cameras due to the compelling evidence
that video records present to the viewer.  Video recorded evidence leads to criminal
convictions in trial and pre-trail plea agreements, saving precious hours in court.  The
recorded evidence from the dash cameras can save an officer's career when they are
faced with allegations of misconduct, or it can justify the termination of an officer. 

The dash cameras also go a long way in the spirit of building public trust.  The dash
camera recording provides an un-biased account of events that allow citizens and
others to view what actually occurred during encounters that have been called into
question.

In a 2002 national study of the impact that dash cameras have on patrol units and the
communities they serve, the study showed that the single greatest value of the dash
camera is the positive impact that it has on officer safety.  Officers have the ability
to review how they approach each situation and take mental notes of any officer safety
issues they discover, such as turning their backs on a potentially dangerous
individual, or allowing themselves to be distracted by other persons or events.
The cameras have proven to be a valuable tool when communicating to a citizen that a
camera is recording the incident, it can deescalate situations that are becoming
confrontational, thereby improving officer safety.   Additionally, the dash camera
footage can be used as a means of self-critique for officers and their actions.

The footage provides the ability to quote exact statements for report writing.  Especially



in the realm of consent searches, this enables the officers to better prepare cases for
presentation in a courtroom, where they may need to recount how they established
probable cause for enforcement actions.

Conclusion
In today's environment, it makes sense to use viable tools to help ensure the safety of
the public and the safety of police officers.  It also makes financial sense to utilize
resources that reduce man hours spent in investigating and court trials.

Recommendation
It is the recommendation of the Finance Director and the Gila County Sheriff to
authorize utilizing a U.S. General Services Administration (GSA) contract to
purchase twelve dash cameras to install on police units.

The Gila County Attorney’s Office is unable to approve the 
above contract as to form because it does not contain provisions 
regarding immigration and cancellation due to conflict of interest 
which are required by the Arizona Revised Statutes. 

Immigration 

A.R.S. Section 44-4401(A) reads, in part: 

Every government entity shall require that 
every government entity contract include all of 
the following provisions: 1. That each 
contractor and subcontractor warrants their 
compliance with all federal immigration laws 
and regulations that relate to their employees 
and their compliance with section 23-214, 
subsection A.  2. That a breach of warranty 
under paragraph 1 shall be deemed a material 
breach of the contract that is subject to 
penalties up to and including termination of 
the contract. 3. That the government entity 
retains the legal right to inspect the papers of 



any contractor or subcontractor employee who 
works on the contract to ensure that the 
contractor or subcontractor is complying with 
the warranty under paragraph 1. 
 
 

(Emphasis added.) A.R.S. Section 41-4401(A) 
 
Section 41-4401 sets forth three provisions that are required to be 
in every governmental entity contract.  This is a binding legislative 
directive and these provisions are absent from this contract. 
 
 
Conflict of Interest 
 
A.R.S. Section 38-511 provides for cancellation of contracts due to 
defined conflicts of interest.  Subsection F provides: “Notice of this 
section shall be included in every contract to which the state, its 
political subdivisions, or any of the departments or agencies of 
either is a party.”  This is a binding legislative directive and the 
required notice is absent from this contract.

Approve Intergovernmental Agreement No. 032716 with the Town of Payson (Town) for
paving of a portion of Houston Mesa Road.

Background Information
On September 29, 2009, Gila County entered into an Intergovernmental Agreement
(IGA) for Cooperative Purchasing with the Town.  The purpose of the Cooperative
Purchasing IGA is to conserve resources and reduce procurement costs by utilizing
supplies, materials, equipment and contractual services subject to competitive bidding
under A.R.S. §11-254.01, which have been previously secured by either Gila County
or the Town.

Evaluation
On July 8, 2015, the Town entered into a contract with T & T Construction, Inc. for the
C.C. Cragin Reservoir Water Supply project, Raw Water Penstock Phase 1.  The
contract provides for the installation of a waterline along a portion of Houston Mesa
Road, which is a road maintained by the County north of the Town.  As part of the
waterline installation, one lane of roadway will require new pavement.

The County desires additional paving to be performed on the remainder of the Houston
Mesa Road in the construction area not impacted by the Town's waterline project.  By
utilizing the contract between the Town and T & T Construction, Inc. for the paving the
County would like to have done, it will save the County in both time and money for a
rate that has already been established per State statute requirements.

T & T Construction, Inc. has entered into Change Order No. 8 with the Town to
pulverize and pave 10,950 square yards of Houston Mesa Road at a unit price of
$32.10 per square yard for a total of $351,495.00; and to remove and replace 700
cubic yards of unsuitable subgrade at a unit price of $49.68 per cubic yard for a total
of $34,776.00.  The total change order amount is $386,271.00, which breaks down
as follows:



Entire length of pavement replacement = 4105 Linear Feet or 10,947 Square Yards
Additional section at south end that is 100% Gila County = 175 Linear Feet
Portion shared 50/50 between the Town and Gila County = 3,930 Linear Feet

Gila County's portion = (1 x 175) + (0.5 x 3930) = 2,140 Linear Feet or 52.13% =
$201,363.07
Town's portion = (0.5 x 3930) = 1,965 Linear Feet or 47.87% = $184,907.93

Conclusion
Since the Town has already expended the resources and time to issue a contract based
on the competitive bidding requirements of A.R.S. §11-254.01, the County would like
to take advantage of the opportunity to have a portion of Houston Mesa Road paved,
while the Town's contractor is performing paving services for the Town on an adjoining
portion of Houston Mesa Road.

Recommendation
The Finance Division Director and the Public Works Division Director recommend
approving Intergovernmental Agreement No. 032716 between the Town and Gila
County to allow a contractor hired by the Town to pave a portion of Houston Mesa
Road for which Gila County is responsible for maintaining.

Re: County Attorney’s Office approval of IGA pursuant to A.R.S. § 11-952(D). 

 

To whom it may concern: 

 

 The County Attorney’s Office has reviewed the Intergovernmental Agreement attached to 

this agenda item and has determined that it is in its “proper form” and  “is within the powers and 

authority granted under the laws of this state to such public agency or public procurement unit” 

pursuant to A.R.S. § 11-952(D).   

 

Explanation of the Gila County Attorney’s Office Intergovernmental 

Agreement (IGA) Review 
 

 

  A.R.S. § 11-952(D) requires that  

 

every agreement or contract involving any public agency or public 

procurement unit of this state . . . before its execution, shall be 

submitted to the attorney for each such public agency or public 

procurement unit, who shall determine whether the agreement is in 

proper form and is within the powers and authority granted under 

the laws of this state to such public agency or public procurement 

unit. 

 

 In performing this review, the County Attorney’s Office reviews IGAs to see that 

they are in “proper form” prior to their execution.  “Proper form” means that the 

contract conforms to fundamental contract law, conforms to specific legislative 

requirements, and is within the powers and authority granted to the public agency.  It 

does not mean that the County Attorney’s Office approves of or supports the policy 

objectives contained in the IGA.  That approval is solely the province of the public 

agency through its elected body.    



 

 Likewise, this approval is not a certification that the IGA has been properly 

executed.  Proper execution can only be determined after all the entities entering into 

the IGA have taken legal action to approve the IGA.  There is no statutory 

requirement for the County Attorney’s Office to certify that IGAs are properly 

executed. 

  

 Nonetheless, it is imperative for each public agency to ensure that each IGA is 

properly executed because A.R.S. § 11-952(F) requires that “[a]ppropriate action … 

applicable to the governing bodies of the participating agencies approving or 

extending the duration of the … contract shall be necessary before any such 

agreement, contract or extension may be filed or become effective.”  This can be done 

by ensuring that the governing body gives the public proper notice of the meeting 

wherein action will be taken to approve the IGA, that the item is adequately described 

in the agenda accompanying the notice, and that the governing body takes such 

action. Any questions regarding whether the IGA has been properly executed may be 

directed to the County Attorney’s Office. 

 

 Proper execution of IGAs is important because A.R.S. § 11-952(H) provides that 

“[p]ayment for services under this section shall not be made unless pursuant to a fully 

approved written contract.”  Additionally, A.R.S. § 11-952(I) provides that “[a] 

person who authorizes payment of any monies in violation of this section is liable for 

the monies paid plus twenty per cent of such amount and legal interest from the date 

of payment.”  

 

 The public agency or department submitting the IGA for review has the 

responsibility to read and understand the IGA in order to completely understand its 

obligations under the IGA if it is ultimately approved by the public entity’s board.  

This is because while the County Attorney’s Office can approve the IGA as to form, 

the office may not have any idea whether the public agency has the capacity to 

actually comply with its contractual obligations.  Also, the County Attorney’s Office 

does not monitor IGA compliance.  Hence the public entity or submitting department 

will need to be prepared to monitor their own compliance.  A thorough knowledge of 

the provisions of the IGA will be necessary to monitor compliance. 

 

 Before determining whether an IGA contract “is in proper form,” the County 

Attorney’s Office will answer any questions or concerns the public agency has about 

the contract.  It is the responsibility of the public agency or department submitting the 

IGA for review to ask any specific questions or address any concerns it has about the 

IGA to the County Attorney’s Office at the same time they submit the IGA for 

review.  Making such an inquiry also helps improve the County Attorney’s Office 

review of the IGA because it will help focus the review on specific issues that are of 

greatest concern to the public agency.  Failing to make such an inquiry when the 

agency does have issues or concerns will decrease the ability of the County 

Attorney’s Office to meaningfully review the IGA.

property, those parcels of land hereinbefore described, and to cause said deed to be attested and 

the seal of the said County of Gila to be affixed thereto by the Clerk of the said Board of 

Supervisors.

In response to the request for public comment regarding the proposed Resolution Copper 
Project and Land Exchange, the Gila County Board of Supervisors would like to provide the 
following comments. Although not located with the geographic boundaries of Gila County, 
Resolution Copper has and will continue to create an economic benefit to Gila County, and 
as such, Gila County has a special interest in this proposal.  We are a rural county with a 
population of 53,144, of which 12% are unemployed and 21% are living at or below 200% 
of the federal poverty level.    

In December 2014, Congress passed, and the President approved the National Defense 
Authorization Act (NDAA) for Fiscal Year 2015. Section 3003 of the NDAA authorizes a land 
exchange between Resolution Copper and the United States. The NDAA includes the 
exchange of 2,422 acres of National Forest land for 5,344 acres of private lands. The 
National Forest lands that will be exchanged include the 760 acre Oak Flat parcel and lands 
that overlie the ore body.  These lands as well as adjacent lands have been involved in 
copper mining for the past 141 years. The private lands that would become federal lands 
are located in various areas of Arizona including high-priority conservation lands that 
would become part of the San Pedro Riparian and Las Cienegas national conservation 
areas.

To whom it may concern: 

 

 The County Attorney’s Office has reviewed the Intergovernmental Agreement attached to 

this agenda item and has determined that it is in its “proper form” and  “is within the powers and 

authority granted under the laws of this state to such public agency or public procurement unit” 

pursuant to A.R.S. § 11-952(D).   

 

Explanation of the Gila County Attorney’s Office Intergovernmental 

Agreement (IGA) Review 
 

 

  A.R.S. § 11-952(D) requires that  

 

every agreement or contract involving any public agency or public 

procurement unit of this state . . . before its execution, shall be 

submitted to the attorney for each such public agency or public 

procurement unit, who shall determine whether the agreement is in 

proper form and is within the powers and authority granted under 

the laws of this state to such public agency or public procurement 

unit. 

 

 In performing this review, the County Attorney’s Office reviews IGAs to see that 

they are in “proper form” prior to their execution.  “Proper form” means that the 

contract conforms to fundamental contract law, conforms to specific legislative 

requirements, and is within the powers and authority granted to the public agency.  It 

does not mean that the County Attorney’s Office approves of or supports the policy 

objectives contained in the IGA.  That approval is solely the province of the public 

agency through its elected body.    



 

 Likewise, this approval is not a certification that the IGA has been properly 

executed.  Proper execution can only be determined after all the entities entering into 

the IGA have taken legal action to approve the IGA.  There is no statutory 

requirement for the County Attorney’s Office to certify that IGAs are properly 

executed. 

  

 Nonetheless, it is imperative for each public agency to ensure that each IGA is 

properly executed because A.R.S. § 11-952(F) requires that “[a]ppropriate action … 

applicable to the governing bodies of the participating agencies approving or 

extending the duration of the … contract shall be necessary before any such 

agreement, contract or extension may be filed or become effective.”  This can be done 

by ensuring that the governing body gives the public proper notice of the meeting 

wherein action will be taken to approve the IGA, that the item is adequately described 

in the agenda accompanying the notice, and that the governing body takes such 

action. Any questions regarding whether the IGA has been properly executed may be 

directed to the County Attorney’s Office. 

 

 Proper execution of IGAs is important because A.R.S. § 11-952(H) provides that 

“[p]ayment for services under this section shall not be made unless pursuant to a fully 

approved written contract.”  Additionally, A.R.S. § 11-952(I) provides that “[a] 

person who authorizes payment of any monies in violation of this section is liable for 

the monies paid plus twenty per cent of such amount and legal interest from the date 

of payment.”  

 

 The public agency or department submitting the IGA for review has the 

responsibility to read and understand the IGA in order to completely understand its 

obligations under the IGA if it is ultimately approved by the public entity’s board.  

This is because while the County Attorney’s Office can approve the IGA as to form, 

the office may not have any idea whether the public agency has the capacity to 

actually comply with its contractual obligations.  Also, the County Attorney’s Office 

does not monitor IGA compliance.  Hence the public entity or submitting department 

will need to be prepared to monitor their own compliance.  A thorough knowledge of 

the provisions of the IGA will be necessary to monitor compliance. 

 

 Before determining whether an IGA contract “is in proper form,” the County 

Attorney’s Office will answer any questions or concerns the public agency has about 

the contract.  It is the responsibility of the public agency or department submitting the 

IGA for review to ask any specific questions or address any concerns it has about the 

IGA to the County Attorney’s Office at the same time they submit the IGA for 

review.  Making such an inquiry also helps improve the County Attorney’s Office 

review of the IGA because it will help focus the review on specific issues that are of 

greatest concern to the public agency.  Failing to make such an inquiry when the 

agency does have issues or concerns will decrease the ability of the County 

Attorney’s Office to meaningfully review the IGA.

ADOH also administers CDBG and HOME funding for programs through units of local government and
non-profit agencies that provide rehabilitation to certain property types owned and occupied as the
primary residence of low-income homeowners.

Evaluation
Gila County Housing Services has or will be applying for funding through the ADOH.  If contracts are
awarded, ADOH requires that agencies receiving funds submit a request for release of funds.  ADOH has
changed the process for requesting a release of funds in that they are now allowing for a one-time
request to cover multiple contracts and multiple years instead of submitting a request for each contract
awarded.

Housing Services will be applying for the following funding through ADOH:  Community Development
Block Grant and Regional Account, Community Development Block Grant State Special Projects, HOME
Partnership Program and State Housing Funding.  If contracts are awarded and funding is received,
it will be used to rehabilitate 18 or more homes/units to eligible citizens residing in Gila County.

Conclusion
If contracts are awarded to Gila County Housing Services through the Arizona Department of Housing,
approval of this request to release funds will ensure that Housing Services is in compliance with any
contracts that are awarded.

Recommendation
The Gila County Community Services Division Director recommends that the Board of Supervisors
approve this request for release of funds.

United States Forest Service Road 289, Payson.  
 
A summary of the comments and concerns are as follows:   
 

• This item should not have been placed on the Consent Agenda. 
• The Board of Supervisors should have solicited comments from those 

citizens affected by the proposed changes to the Delegation Agreement 
prior to placing the item on a meeting agenda for Board action. 

• For years, Gila County staff has done an excellent job to ensure that 
ADEQ statutes, rules and policies for water quality and solid waste 
management functions and duties are adhered, so the general consensus 
of those that spoke is “if it’s not broke; don’t fix it.”  
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• Of particular concern is transferring the review and permitting of General 
Aquifer Protection Permits (On-site Wastewater Treatment Facilities and 
Sewage Collection Systems) from Gila County to ADEQ. 

• ADEQ staff is slow to respond to issues, and it was noted that Gila 
County staff are very professional, thorough and quick to respond to 
issues. 
  

Chairman Pastor thanked the members of the public for their comments and 
participation in the meeting.  Upon motion by Vice-Chairman Martin, seconded 
by Supervisor Marcanti, the Board unanimously continued discussion and 
possible action on this item to a future Board of Supervisors’ meeting.   
 
After the meeting, Vice-Chairman Martin submitted a letter of opposition from 
Ralph Bossert that she wanted to be noted in the record.  (A copy of the fact 
sheet from Mr. Hazine and letter of opposition from Mr. Bossert are both 
on file in the Board of Supervisors’ Office.) 
 
A.  Information/Discussion/Action to adopt Proclamation No. 2016-02 
proclaiming April 2016, as "March for Babies Month" in Gila County.   
 
Margret Celix, Globe-Miami March of Dimes Committee Chairman, thanked the 
Board for proclaiming April 2016 as “March for Babies Month” in Gila County.  
Ms. Celix read aloud Proclamation No. 2016-02.  She added that on Thursday, 
April 14, 2016, Lee Kornegay Middle School in Miami held a fund-raising walk 
and raised $333; and, on April 16, 2016, $10,400 was raised in the annual 
“Walk for Babies” event.  The fund-raising effort continues through the end of 
April and she encouraged citizen participation.  Upon motion by Vice-Chairman 
Martin, seconded by Supervisor Marcanti, the Board unanimously adopted 
Proclamation No. 2016-02.  (A copy of the Proclamation is attached to the 
minutes and permanently on file in the Board of Supervisors’ Office.) 
 
B.  Information/Discussion/Action to adopt Proclamation No. 2016-03 
proclaiming April 21, 2016, as "PowerTalk 21® Day" in Gila County to 
encourage parents, families and caregivers of youth to begin the 
conversation with the youth in their lives about alcohol and the dangers 
of underage drinking.   
 
John Marcanti, District III Supervisor, stated that this Proclamation is 
designed to create awareness in the community among youth, parents, and 
grandparents.  The hope is to reduce the large number of underage drinking, 
and drinking and driving accidents which occur each year.  Upon motion by 
Supervisor Marcanti, seconded by Vice-Chairman Martin, the Board 
unanimously adopted Proclamation No. 2016-03.  (A copy of the 
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Proclamation is attached to the minutes and permanently on file in the 
Board of Supervisors’ Office.) 
 
C.  Information/Discussion/Action to adopt an Order designating vote 
centers and polling places, and appointing poll workers and election board 
workers for the purpose of conducting the May 17, 2016, Statewide 
Special Election.   
 
Eric Mariscal, Elections Director, stated that the voting equipment recently 
purchased from Election Systems & Software has been received and tested, 
and it will be utilized during the May 17, 2016, Statewide Special Election.  The 
Elections Department will set up three vote centers in the Payson area and two 
vote centers in Globe, and there will be 11 precinct specific polling sites.  
Voters must be registered to vote in those precincts in order to cast a valid 
ballot.  The 11 precinct specific polling sites will not have vote centers because 
of the added cost to set up vote centers in these remote locations of the County.  
Mr. Mariscal added that he presented this item as a regular agenda item in 
order to better inform the public of the voting changes.  Vice-Chairman Martin 
thanked Mr. Mariscal for his hard work in getting the County to this point with 
regard to elections.  Supervisor Marcanti inquired if citizens would be allowed 
to vote at any polling place in Gila County.  Mr. Mariscal clarified that the 
citizen must be a registered voter in Gila County and the polling place must be 
a designated vote center.  Upon motion by Vice-Chairman Martin, seconded by 
Supervisor Marcanti, the Board unanimously adopted the Order.  (A copy of 
the Order is attached to the minutes and permanently on file in the Board 
of Supervisors’ Office.) 
 
D.  Information/Discussion/Action to increase to the Sheriff's Office fee 
schedule for out-of-county housing costs for self-surrenders from $54.63 
per day to $175 for the first day and $90 for every day thereafter effective 
July 1, 2016.   
 
Justin “Matt” Solberg, Detention Commander, stated that this item was 
presented at the March 29, 2016, Board of Supervisors’ work session, and the 
direction from the Board was to present the item for action at a future regular 
meeting.  A study of the fees charged by other Arizona counties was conducted 
by the Sheriff’s Office and it was discovered that Gila County’s current fee 
schedule with regard to the cost to provide housing to out-of-county persons 
choosing to serve their sentence in Gila County is much less than other 
counties.  Upon motion by Supervisor Marcanti, seconded by Vice-Chairman 
Martin, the Board unanimously increased the Sheriff's Office fee schedule for 
out-of-county housing costs for self-surrenders from $54.63 per day to $175 
for the first day and $90 for every day thereafter effective July 1, 2016.   
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E.  Information/Discussion/Action to authorize the Sheriff's Office 
electronic submission of a FY 2017 Speed Enforcement Grant Application 
in the amount of $21,675.40 submitted to the Arizona Governor's Office 
of Highway Safety; and adopt Resolution No. 16-04-06 and authorize the 
Chairman's signature on the Resolution Certification, both of which are a 
part of the Grant Application.   
 
Michael “Mike” Johnson, Undersheriff, stated that the Gila County Sheriff’s 
Office is requesting assistance from the Governor’s Office of Highway Safety to 
purchase 10 Golden Eagle II radar units to be used for speed enforcement 
throughout Gila County.  Upon motion by Vice-Chairman Martin, seconded by 
Supervisor Marcanti, the Board unanimously authorized the Sheriff's Office 
electronic submission of a FY 2017 Speed Enforcement Grant Application in 
the amount of $21,675.40 submitted to the Arizona Governor's Office of 
Highway Safety; and adopted Resolution No. 16-04-06 and authorized the 
Chairman's signature on the Resolution Certification, both of which are a part 
of the Grant Application.  (A copy of the Resolution is attached to the 
minutes and permanently on file in the Board of Supervisors’ Office.) 
 
F.  Information/Discussion/Action to authorize the Sheriff's Office 
electronic submission of a FY 2017 Drug, Gang and Violent Crime Control 
Grant Application in the amount of $708,778 (25% match requirement) 
submitted to the Arizona Criminal Justice Commission to renew grant 
funding that will be used for the salaries and benefits of the Gila County 
Sheriff's Office Drug, Gang and Violent Crimes Task Force.   
 
Travis Baxley, Task Force Commander, stated that the Gila County Sheriff’s 
Office Drug, Gang, and Violent Crimes Task Force (Task Force) has been in 
operation in Gila County since 1988.  The federal funding available to assist 
with the Task Force continues to decrease throughout the State of Arizona; 
consequently, the subject grant is highly important to the operation and public 
safety.  Mr. Baxley provided statistical information to support the success of 
the Task Force.  He added that in addition to the law enforcement aspect of the 
Task Force, educational presentations are also offered to the public and to 
children to provide information regarding what is going on in the County and to 
provide a warning about the danger and consequences of misusing drugs.  
Commander Baxley believes that all of these efforts a having a positive impact.  
He stated that this is an annual grant for which the Sheriff’s Office applies, and 
that Sheriff J. Adam Shepherd recommends Board approval to submit the 
application as described above.  Supervisor Marcanti inquired if the County is 
provided assistance with eradicating marijuana cultivation in the forest areas.  
Mr. Baxley replied that there is different reimbursement program set up 
through the U.S. Federal Drug Administration whereby the County is given 
$20,000 to help with overtime for the Sheriff’s Office employees to eradicate 
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marijuana cultivation.  Chairman Pastor inquired if there is very much 
marijuana misuse by citizens possessing a medical marijuana card.  Mr. Baxley 
stated that 98% percent of citizens who possess a medical marijuana card use 
it lawfully, and only 2% use it unlawfully.  Upon motion by Supervisor 
Marcanti, seconded by Vice-Chairman Martin, the Board unanimously 
authorized the Sheriff's Office electronic submission of a FY 2017 Drug, Gang 
and Violent Crime Control Grant Application in the amount of $708,778 (25% 
match requirement) submitted to the Arizona Criminal Justice Commission.    
 
G.  Information/Discussion/Action to authorize the advertisement 
of Invitation for Bids No. 031416-Timber Region Asphalt 
Patching Project.   
 
Jeff Hessenius, Finance Division Director, stated that Steve Sanders, Public 
Works Division Director, and he recommend and believe it to be in the best 
interest of the County to advertise Invitation for Bids to perform maintenance 
work and remove existing road surfaces in various areas of the County, apply 
new surface, and then chip seal the roads which are in need of repair.  Upon 
motion by Vice-Chairman Martin, seconded by Supervisor Marcanti, the Board 
unanimously authorized the advertisement of Invitation for Bids No. 031416. 
 
H.  Information/Discussion/Action to review all bids submitted for 
Invitation for Bids No. 021616-1 for the purchase of up to five, new full 
size, 4 door, 4x4, SSVs (special service vehicles); award to the lowest, 
responsible and qualified bidder; and authorize the Chairman's signature 
on the award contract for the winning bid.   
 
Mr. Hessenius stated that the Invitation for Bids (described above for use by 
the Sheriff’s Office) was advertised a few months ago, and he was happy to 
announce that McSpadden Ford, Inc., a local dealer, was the lowest, most 
responsible, qualified bidder and the recommended choice for award of the 
contract.  Upon motion by Supervisor Marcanti, seconded by Vice-Chairman 
Martin, the Board unanimously awarded a contract to McSpadden Ford, Inc. 
for Invitation for Bids No. 021616-1 at a price of $36,775.80 per vehicle and 
authorized the Chairman’s signature on the contract.   
 
I.  Information/Discussion/Action regarding changes in the Arizona Local 
Government Employee Benefit Trust for Gila County's employee insurance 
and benefit plans to be effective as of July 1, 2016, as follows:  Adopt 
Schedule A - Employee Insurance Contributions FY 2017 (attached to the 
agenda item).   
 
Jacque Sanders, Assistant County Manager, Librarian, stated that this is the 
annual adoption of the employee insurance contribution schedule.  The Arizona 
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Local Government Employee Benefit Trust Fiscal Year 2017 total cost of the 
health insurance premiums will increase approximately 5.66%, or $29.19 per 
month for employee only, and 4.81%, or $59.77 per month for family coverage.  
In order to remain fair and consistent with the employee contributions to the 
cost of premiums, sharing the increase is a prudent financial step for the 
County.  The cost increase to employees per month for employee-only coverage 
is $3.50, and the cost increase to employees for family coverage is $14.50.  
Upon motion by Vice-Chairman Martin, seconded by Supervisor Marcanti, the 
Board unanimously adopted Schedule A – Employee Insurance Contributions 
FY 2017.   
 
Upon motion by Supervisor Marcanti, seconded by Vice-Chairman Martin, the 
Board unanimously adjourned as the Gila County Board of Supervisors and 
convened as the Gila County Library District Board of Directors. 
 
J.  Information/Discussion/Action to approve Grantee Agreement GRA-
RC004-17-0838-01 between the Gila Regional Partnership Council, 
Arizona Early Childhood Development and Health Board (First Things 
First) and Gila County Library District in the amount of $60,000 for fiscal 
year July 1, 2016, through June 30, 2017.   
 
Ms. Sanders stated that First Things First has a three-year grant cycle; this 
would be the first year for this grant.  Approval of this Grantee Agreement 
would allow for the continuation of the parenting outreach and awareness, 
early literacy strategy that began in fiscal year 2011.  Parents of children ages 
birth to five are given information regarding the importance of early literacy, 
brain development, and how to prepare children for kindergarten.  She noted 
that the grant has decreased by $5,000; however, approximately 80% of 
children ages birth to five in the Gila Region are enrolled in the program and 
receive books each month.    
 
Chairman Pastor stated for the record that the County Attorney’s Office has 
provided written comments regarding this agreement and is unable to approve 
it as to form for the reasons provided in the written comments attached to this 
agenda item.   
 
Upon motion by Supervisor Marcanti, seconded by Vice-Chairman Martin, the 
Board unanimously approved Grantee Agreement GRA-RC004-17-0838-01. 
 
Upon motion by Supervisor Marcanti, seconded by Vice-Chairman Martin, the 
Board unanimously adjourned as the Gila County Library District Board of 
Directors, and reconvened as the Gila County Board of Supervisors.

Item 1 – CALL TO ORDER - PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE - INVOCATION  
 
The Gila County Board of Supervisors met in a regular session at 10:00 a.m. 
this date in the Board of Supervisors’ hearing room.  Malissa Buzan led the 
Pledge of Allegiance and Father Arnold Aurillo of Holy Angels Catholic Church 
in Globe delivered the invocation. 
 
Item 2 – PRESENTATIONS:  
 
A.  Presentation of the 2015 Annual Report for the Gila County Sheriff's 
Office.   
 
Sheriff J. Adam Shepherd stated that the annual report is an effort to keep the 
Board and the public informed of the activities of the Sheriff’s Office, and that 
additional specific information is available upon request.   
 
Sarah White, Chief Administrative Officer, provided a slide presentation and 
highlights of the annual report for Fiscal Year 2015 (July 1, 2014, through 
June 30, 2015).  The slides that were presented are entitled as follows:  A 
Message from Sheriff Shepherd; Crime Statistics; Administration Bureau; 
Patrol Bureau; Detention Bureau; Communications (Dispatch); Lake Patrol & 
Dive Team Unit; Building Community; Volunteer Programs; School Resources; 
Drug, Gang & Violent Crimes Task Force; Canines in Service; Veteran 
Employees & Volunteers; Training; and, a listing Sheriff’s Office locations and 
contact numbers.  Vice-Chairman Martin requested that different colors for the 
annual report be used to make it easier to read.  Ms. White stated that the 
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colors of the annual report would be changed prior to it being printed and 
distributed.  Supervisor Marcanti expressed concern for the widespread heroin 
misuse problem and deaths of young people.  Sheriff Shepherd explained that 
heroin has become more affordable, whereas a couple of years ago prescription 
drugs were the "drug of choice", but have since become more expensive and 
difficult to obtain; therefore, the choice for drug users has become heroin 
because it is very accessible and inexpensive.  He then addressed the reason 
for the increased number of deaths by heroin and stated that the drug users 
are unfamiliar with the danger of overdosing with heroin, and they are using 
too much of the drug before knowing its effect.  He stated that a combined 
approach to combat drug misuse in the County is the desired course of action.   
 
Chairman Pastor thanked Ms. White for the presentation.  Ms. White publicly 
recognized Debra Williams, Sheriff’s Office 9-1-1 Coordinator, for all of her 
efforts to compile the data and statistics for the 2015 Gila County Sheriff’s 
Office Annual Report.   
 
Jon Cornell, KQSS Reporter, inquired if the Sheriff’s Office Annual Report is 
available on the Gila County website.  Ms. White replied that she expects to 
publish the report on the County website by the end of the week.  She added 
that she would provide him with a copy when it is ready for print and 
distribution.   
 
Vice-Chairman Martin thanked Ms. White for the presentation and report and 
stated that she would like to see some of the statistics from the report turned 
into stories because it was a good report with useful information.   
 
B.  Public recognition of one employee for April's "Spotlight on 
Employees" Program, as follows: Denise Cox.   
 
Erica Raymond, Human Resources Assistant Senior, read aloud the Spotlight 
on Employees nomination form which highlighted quality customer service and 
initiative exhibited by Denise Cox, Treasurer’s Office Services Specialist.  A 
letter was submitted by a Gila County property owner expressing appreciation 
for Ms. Cox being courteous, respectful, and helpful in a timely manner to 
resolve an issue.  Ms. Raymond added that Ms. Cox has been employed at Gila 
County for 13 years.  Each Board member thanked Ms. Cox for her hard work 
and dedication, and expressed appreciation for her friendly disposition.

A.  Information/Discussion/Action to adopt Proclamation No. 2016-01 
proclaiming April 2016 as National County Government Month in Gila 
County with this year's theme of "Safe and Secure Counties" and to 
encourage all Gila County officials, employees, schools and residents to 
participate in county government celebration activities.   
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Michael Pastor, District 2 Supervisor, thanked Sherry Grice, his Executive 
Assistant, and Cheryl Sluyter, Supervisor Martin’s Executive Assistant, for 
compiling all of the good information for the public for National County 
Government Month in Gila County.  This year’s theme is “Safe and Secure 
Counties.”  He read the local calendar of events and encouraged participation 
from all.  Vice-Chairman Martin thanked Ms. Grice and Ms. Sluyter for their 
collaborative efforts as well.  Supervisor Marcanti thanked all of the County 
departments for participating in this effort, and the employees for all of their 
hard work.  Upon motion by Vice-Chairman Martin, seconded by Supervisor 
Marcanti, the Board unanimously adopted Proclamation No. 2016-01.  (A copy 
of the proclamation is attached to the minutes and permanently on file in 
the Board of Supervisors’ Office.) 
 
B.  Information/Discussion/Action to approve the contract between the 
Arizona Department of Economic Security, Rehabilitation Services 
Administration, and Gila County, Gila Employment and Special Training, 
to provide Extended Supported Employment Services to Rehabilitation 
Services Administration clients for a period of five years, from July 1, 
2016, through June 30, 2021.   
 
Malissa Buzan, Community Services Division Director, stated that approval of 
this contract will allow for the continuation of the County being the service 
provider to Gila County Rehabilitation Services Administration clients who are 
able to work out in the community cleaning local businesses.  There is no 
budget for this program as it is a fee-for-service based program whereby the 
County provides the service and sends an invoice for the cost to provide the 
service to the Department of Economic Security and the County is then 
reimbursed for providing the service.  Upon motion by Supervisor Marcanti, 
seconded by Vice-Chairman Martin, the Board unanimously approved the 
contract between the Arizona Department of Economic Security, Rehabilitation 
Services Administration, and Gila County, Gila Employment and Special 
Training, to provide Extended Supported Employment Services to 
Rehabilitation Services Administration clients for a period of five years, from 
July 1, 2016, through June 30, 2021. 
 
C.  Information/Discussion/Action to authorize the electronic submittal 
of the Arizona Department of Emergency Management 2016 Application 
for Emergency Management Performance grant funds in the amount of 
$190,000 with a General Fund match of $110,000 and a soft match of 
volunteer hours of $80,000 for the period of October 1, 2016, to 
September 30, 2017, which, if approved, will enable the Health and 
Emergency Services Division to continue to provide and improve its 
response and recovery activities through implementation of emergency 
response plans, communications, and emergency operations center 
coordination during and after emergencies.   
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Paula Horn, Health Division Deputy Director, stated that this grant is awarded 
to Gila County every year.  This year’s grant application requires that the 
applicant must agree to a soft match of volunteer hours totaling $80,000 in 
addition to the required cash match requirement.  This grant will be used 
primarily to staff the Emergency Management Department with personnel 
working to plan, prepare and respond to all emergencies in order to reduce the 
loss of life and property.  Upon motion by Vice-Chairman Martin, seconded by 
Supervisor Marcanti, the Board unanimously authorized the electronic 
submittal of the Arizona Department of Emergency Management 2016 
Application for Emergency Management Performance grant funds in the 
amount of $190,000 with a General Fund match of $110,000 and a soft match 
of volunteer hours of $80,000 for the period of October 1, 2016, to September 
30, 2017. 
 
D.  Information/Discussion/Action to adopt Resolution 16-04-02 
authorizing the disposal of an unnecessary public roadway being a portion 
of W. Cocopah Lane, Geronimo Estates Unit One in Payson, Official Map 
No. 241, Gila County Records; and the Board of Supervisors' Chairman to 
execute and deliver in the name and under the seal of the County of Gila, 
a Quit Claim Deed conveying the abandoned roadway to Janet Mielke.   
 
Steve Sanders, Public Works Division Director, stated that on March 15, 2016, 
the Board of Supervisors accepted a bid in the amount of $52 from Janet 
Mielke for the purchase of a portion of W. Cocopah Lane, which is located 
north of Payson off of Control Road.  Upon adoption of Resolution 16-04-02, 
the final step of the process can be completed whereby a Quit Claim Deed will 
be issued to convey the abandoned roadway to Janet Mielke.  Upon motion by 
Supervisor Marcanti, seconded by Vice-Chairman Martin, the Board 
unanimously adopted Resolution No. 16-04-02.  (A copy of the Resolution is 
attached to the minutes and permanently on file in the Board of 
Supervisors’ Office.) 
 
E.  Information/Discussion/Action to adopt Resolution 16-04-03 
authorizing the disposal of an unnecessary public roadway being a portion 
of Elaine Way, Christopher Creek Haven Plat Five, an area in Payson, 
Official Map No. 448, Gila County Records; and the Board of Supervisors' 
Chairman to execute and deliver in the name and under the seal of the 
County of Gila, a Quit Claim Deed conveying the abandoned roadway to 
Jeffrey L. and Elizabeth A. Yoder.   
 
Mr. Sanders stated that on March 15, 2016, the Board of Supervisors accepted 
a bid in the amount of $144 from Jeffrey L. and Elizabeth A. Yoder for the 
purchase of a portion of Elaine Way, which is located east of Payson in 
Christopher Creek.  The final step in the process is for the Board to adopt a 
resolution which authorizes the disposal of a portion of Elaine Way, and 
authorizes the Chairman’s signature on the Quit Claim Deed conveying the 
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abandoned roadway to Jeffrey L. and Elizabeth A. Yoder.  Upon motion by Vice-
Chairman Martin, seconded by Supervisor Marcanti, the Board unanimously 
adopted Resolution No. 16-04-03.  (A copy of the Resolution is attached to 
the minutes and permanently on file in the Board of Supervisors’ Office.) 
 
F.  Information/Discussion/Action to adopt Resolution No. 16-04-04 
accepting a grant of right-of-way from the Arizona State Land Department 
(ASLD) for a public roadway easement on a portion of Cherry Flats Road as 
described in ASLD Right-of-Way Document No. 16-117830; authorizing 
the Board of Supervisors' Chairman to execute Document No. 16-117830; 
and, authorizing payment of $5,227 for the rental fee associated with this 
grant.   
 
Mr. Sanders stated that Cherry Flats Road is located off of U.S. 60 in the Town 
of Miami and goes south into the foothills of the Pinal Mountains and traverses 
through numerous jurisdictions.  Mr. Sanders provided a brief history of the 
events leading up to this requested Board action which includes Page Land & 
Cattle Co. agreeing to pay for all third-party costs associated with the 
acquisition of right-of-way from the ASLD for a public roadway easement.  He 
added that acceptance of the said grant of right-of-way for a public roadway 
easement will allow Gila County to provide roadway maintenance for a portion 
of Cherry Flats Road.  Vice-Chairman Martin stated that she believes the 
County needs to proceed with this action.  Supervisor Marcanti inquired if Page 
Land & Cattle Co. is using the County as a vehicle to acquire the public 
roadway easement.  Mr. Sanders stated that it is possible that the ASLD won’t 
grant a public roadway easement to a private party, but he was unsure.  Vice-
Chairman Martin stated that Cherry Flats Road is heavily used so it is 
important for the County to maintain it for the citizens.  Chairman Pastor 
agreed that this will be an improvement in that the County will be able to take 
care of the road at least a couple of times a year.  Supervisor Marcanti made a 
motion to adopt Resolution No. 16-04-04.  Vice-Chairman Martin seconded the 
motion and added that this action is a matter of safety and security and will 
enable emergency vehicles easier access to be able to get to the citizens living 
near Cherry Flats Road in the event of an emergency.  Chairman Pastor 
inquired if the easement will go to the end of Cherry Flats Road.  Mr. Sanders 
replied that it did not; however, the U.S. Forest Service may add that portion to 
the end of Cherry Flats Road if the County agrees to maintain it.  Chairman 
Pastor then asked for a vote on the motion, which passed unanimously.  (A 
copy of the Resolution is attached to the minutes and permanently on file 
in the Board of Supervisors’ Office.) 
 
G.  Information/Discussion/Action to adopt Resolution No. 16-04-05 
accepting portions of Cherry Flats Road to be established as a primitive 
road, and authorizing the Board of Supervisors' Chairman to sign the 
primitive road easements.   
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Mr. Sanders stated that a Citizens’ Petition to establish a portion of Cherry 
Flats Road as a primitive road has been received.  The Arizona State Land 
Department has recently granted Gila County a right-of-way for a portion of 
Cherry Flats Road and the Board has accepted a right-of-way grant of a public 
road from the U.S. Department of Interior, Bureau of Land Management for a 
portion of Cherry Flats Road.  The petition and grant of easements for portions 
of Cherry Flats Road meet the requirement of Public Works Policy No. ENG03-
03 “Guidelines to Primitive Roads.” Acceptance of these primitive road 
easements will allow the County to provide road maintenance to these portions 
of Cherry Flats Road.  Upon motion by Vice-Chairman Martin, seconded by 
Supervisor Marcanti, the Board unanimously adopted Resolution No. 16-04-05.  
(A copy of the Resolution is attached to the minutes and permanently on 
file in the Board of Supervisors’ Office.)  
 
H.  Information/Discussion/Action for the public sale of portions of Blake, 
Coplen and Hobart Streets, Arlington Heights, an area in Globe as shown 
on Official Map No. 31, and to accept the bid in the amount of $243 from 
Ronald Attaway for these portions of Blake, Coplen and Hobart Streets.   
 
Mr. Sanders stated that Arlington Heights is an area west of Globe and that the 
portions of Blake, Coplen and Hobart Streets as stated above are not in use.  
On December 1, 2015, the Board of Supervisors approved beginning the 
process to dispose of an unnecessary public roadway being portions of Blake, 
Coplen and Hobart Streets.  The necessary notifications and public posting of 
the Board’s decision was completed.  Abandoning these roads will not deny 
neighboring residents access to their property, nor have there been any 
objections to the sale received from neighboring residents.  No other bids have 
been received, and Mr. Sanders commented that he considers the amount of 
the bid to be fair.  Upon motion by Supervisor Marcanti, seconded by Vice-
Chairman Martin, the Board unanimously accepted a bid in the amount of 
$243 from Ronald Attaway for the sale of portions of Blake, Coplen and Hobart 
Streets as described above. 
 
I.  Information/Discussion/Action to approve purchasing a 3-year service 
plan with Stanley Convergent Security Solutions to cover all instances of 
access control failure on all BASIS access control systems at various Gila 
County facilities for an annual amount of $19,236 and a 3-year cost of 
$57,708.   
 
Mr. Sanders stated that currently there is not a contract in place for access 
control systems failure; service calls are placed on an as-needed basis.  Some 
of the access control systems currently in use are over ten years old.  As 
equipment is aging, the number of service calls for maintenance is increasing.  
The addition of the new buildings will require added maintenance; therefore, 
Mr. Sanders recommends that the Board approve the three-year service plan.  
The service plan will cover access control failure at the following eight locations 
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throughout the County:  Globe Courthouse, Globe Sheriff’s Administration 
Building, Payson Jail, Globe Jailhouse, Payson Courts, Guerrero Building, 
Public Works, and Facilities.  Supervisor Marcanti expressed concern about 
there being a necessity to change the contract to include the Copper 
Administration Building when the time comes and that the contract should be 
for one year instead of three years.  Mr. Sanders stated that the aspect 
regarding adding the Copper Administration Building to the contract when the 
new equipment there is no longer under warranty has been discussed, and it 
was determined that the contract may be modified at that time to cover the 
needs of the County as necessary.  Chairman Pastor inquired as to getting 
information in order to determine if maintenance repairs should continue to be 
made or if a long-term replacement plan should be employed.  Mr. Sanders 
replied that he would look into obtaining additional information regarding the 
life span of the equipment and software to determine the best course of action 
to be taken by the County and he offered to share that information with the 
Board.  Vice-Chairman Martin stated that she was in favor of purchasing the 3-
year service plan and trusts that staff has looked into the options and found it 
to be the best choice.   
 
Chairman Pastor inquired of Jeff Hessenius, Finance Division Director, if there 
were sufficient funds to approve the 3-year service plan purchase.  Mr. 
Hessenius replied that staff did a comparison of the service plan options and 
the savings would be approximately $600 per month to choose a 3-year versus 
a 1-year service plan option for these services.  Upon motion by Vice-Chairman 
Martin, seconded by Supervisor Marcanti, the Board unanimously approved 
purchasing a 3-year service plan with Stanley Convergent Security Solutions to 
cover all instances of access control failure on all BASIS access control systems 
at various Gila County facilities for an annual amount of $19,236 and a 3-year 
cost of $57,708. 
 
J.  Information/Discussion/Action to approve the sale of the 2,231 square 
foot, triple-wide building (VIN numbers AZ86289, AZ86290 and AZ86291) 
to the Gila Community College for $1.00; thereby, assisting in the 
economic development of Gila County by improving or enhancing the 
economic welfare of the inhabitants of Gila County, and to authorize the 
Chairman's signature on Intergovernmental Agreement No. 031216.   
 
Mr. Sanders stated that in May 2006, the County purchased the triple-wide 
modular building described above and the land that it is situated on from 
Arizona Public Service (APS).  For many years, the Gila County Sheriff’s Task 
Force and the Sheriff’s Posse Search and Rescue Team utilized the building.  
The Sheriff is relocating to a different area with newer facilities so this building 
is no longer needed.  Mr. Sanders advised that it would cost too much to 
rehabilitate the building, so the intent was for the County to raise the building.  
Gila Community College staff recently approached the County with a request to 
have the building.  It was agreed that it would be a win-win situation for the 
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County to sell the building to the College for a nominal fee with the College 
agreeing to pay all costs to move the building.  The County would then be left 
with approximately a half-acre of highway frontage for future use, if needed.  
Mr. Sanders advised that the College would like to use the building for its 
nursing classes. 
 
Jon Cornell, KQSS Reporter, inquired as to the location of the triple-wide 
modular.  Chairman Pastor replied that it is directly in front of the APS service 
yard, and across from the golf course (Cobre Valley Country Club).   
 
Jeff Dalton, Deputy Gila County Attorney, Civil Bureau Chief, stated that there 
is no conflict of interest regarding executing this Intergovernmental Agreement 
on behalf of both parties.  Upon motion by Supervisor Marcanti, seconded by 
Vice-Chairman Martin, the Board unanimously approved the sale of the 2,231 
square foot, triple-wide building (VIN numbers AZ86289, AZ86290 and 
AZ86291) to the Gila Community College for $1.00; thereby, assisting in the 
economic development of Gila County by improving or enhancing the economic 
welfare of the inhabitants of Gila County, and authorized the Chairman's 
signature on Intergovernmental Agreement No. 031216. 
 
K.  Information/Discussion/Action to review all bids submitted for 
Invitation for Bids No. 011516 - Mesa Del Caballo Streets Improvement 
Project-Phase I; award to the lowest, most responsive, responsible and 
qualified bidder; and authorize the Chairman's signature on the award 
contract for the winning bid.   
 
Mr. Sanders stated that this project will improve the County maintained streets 
within the Mesa Del Caballo subdivision located approximately two miles north 
of Payson, along Houston Mesa Road.  On February 16, 2016, the Board 
approved a request to advertise for the Mesa Del Caballo Street Improvement 
Project – Phase 1.  Invitation for Bids No. 011516 was advertised in the Arizona 
Silver Belt on February 24, 2016, and March 2, 2016, with a bid due date of 
March 23, 2016.  There was no disparity in the bids that were received nor was 
there anything out of the ordinary.  If approved, the project can be underway 
within approximately 45 days.  Chairman Pastor asked how many phases there 
are planned for this project.  Mr. Sanders replied that this is Phase 1 of 2 
phases planned for this project.  Upon motion by Vice-Chairman Martin, 
seconded by Supervisor Marcanti, the Board unanimously awarded a contract 
to Alliance Streetworks, Inc. regarding Invitation for Bids No. 011516, and 
authorized the Chairman's signature on the contract.   
 
L.  Information/Discussion/Action to provide $5,000 from the Gila 
County Natural Resources Fund to the Eastern Arizona Counties 
Organization to be used to assist with funding a study of the Mexican Wolf 
DNA.   
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Jacque Sanders, Assistant County Manager/Librarian, provided information 
that as the United States Fish and Wildlife Service has progressed with the 
Arizona/New Mexico nonessential experimental population of the Mexican Wolf 
and the management thereof, questions among the stakeholders have risen 
regarding the actual species being released, and the lack of available 
independent science regarding the species.  A collaborative group of public and 
private interested parties are moving forward with funding a scientific study of 
the Mexican Wolf deoxyribonucleic acid (DNA).  The Arizona Cattle Growers 
Association, the Eastern Arizona Counties Organization (ECO), and private 
donors have each pledged $10,000.  ECO has agreed to be the fiduciary to 
collect money and pay for the researcher, Rob Roy Ramey II, PH.D. of Wildlife 
Science International, Inc.  Each member county of ECO has been asked to 
contribute $5,000.  The New Mexico Cattle Growers Association, along with 
local cattle associations, private donors and sportsman groups have been 
contacted to donate in order to bring the total to $80,000.  Vice-Chairman 
Martin added that she agrees with contributing $5,000 to this DNA study of the 
Mexican Wolf which will ideally provide more information going into further 
conversations regarding the impact of the Mexican Wolf, but stated that while 
the DNA information will be helpful, it may not be influential.  Supervisor 
Marcanti commented that knowing the DNA of the Mexican Wolf won’t help to 
warn the citizens of the danger of wolves being released near populated areas, 
such as the Elk’s Youth Camp in Young.  He suggested having the Board adopt 
a resolution which outlines the potential danger posed by the Mexican Wolves 
in populated areas in order to inform the citizens. 
 
Chairman Pastor asked Ms. Sanders to identify the counties participating in 
this effort.  She replied that the participating counties are Graham, Greenlee, 
Cochise, Apache, Navajo, and Gila. Chairman Pastor agreed with Supervisor 
Marcanti and stated that the County is working on a resolution and conducting 
research regarding this issue.   Upon motion by Supervisor Marcanti, seconded 
by Vice-Chairman Martin, the Board unanimously approved providing $5,000 
from the Gila County Natural Resources Fund to the Eastern Arizona Counties 
Organization to be used to assist with funding a study of the Mexican Wolf 
DNA.   
 
Upon motion by Supervisor Marcanti, seconded by Vice-Chairman Martin, the 
Board unanimously adjourned as the Gila County Board of Supervisors and 
convened as the Gila County Library District Board of Directors.   
 
M.  Information/Discussion/Action to approve the renewal of Grantee 
Agreement No. GRA-RC029-16-0761-01-Y2 between the San Carlos Apache 
Regional Partnership Council, First Things First, and the Gila County 
Library District, which is a "Community-Based Literacy Grant" in the 
amount of $70,000 for the period July 1, 2016, through June 30, 2017.   
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Ms. Sanders stated that this is the first of two, one-year extensions to Grantee 
Agreement No. GRA-RC029-16-0761-01-Y2 for the early literacy program in the 
San Carlos region of the County.  The grant provides the Library District the 
opportunity and ability to continue to provide early literacy training and 
materials to parents and children, ages birth to five, in the San Carlos Apache 
Region, and to have an Early Literacy Coordinator working at the San Carlos 
Library.  Each Board member commented favorably on continuing to provide 
early literacy outreach to families throughout the County.  Upon motion by 
Vice-Chairman Martin, seconded by Supervisor Marcanti, the Board 
unanimously approved the renewal of Grantee Agreement No. GRA-RC029-16-
0761-01-Y2.   
 
Upon motion by Vice-Chairman Martin, seconded by Supervisor Marcanti, the 
Board unanimously adjourned as the Gila County Library District Board of 
Directors and reconvened as the Gila County Board of Supervisors.

Scope of Work 
ACS personnel will follow the Sogge et al. SWFL and Halterman et al YBCU Survey Protocols when conducting 
surveys.

We have overlapped the survey visits required in the survey protocols as much as 
possible; however because of the timing of the survey periods were only able to overlap two of the survey visits. 
Therefore, we have included seven survey visits per protocol (five WIFL and four YBCU) spaced out within the 
three established surveys periods during the SWFL and YBCU breeding seasons.  

We have also included costs for a separate survey visit in case weather conditions are not favorable on one of the 
seven visits. Surveys for these species can only be conducted with minimal wind and rain conditions according to 
protocol.  

Results of the surveys will be summarized in a brief report, which will include the field survey forms, and will be 
submitted to the Arizona Game and Fish Department, the US Fish and Wildlife Service, and the US Forest 
Service.  

Cost Estimate and Schedule 
The estimated lump sum cost for the 2016 survey effort with separate weather make up survey is below.
