Background Information
On May 3, 2016, during a regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors
(BOS), the BOS gave the approval to begin the process to dispose of an
unnecessary public roadway being a portion of First Avenue. Staff began
the necessary notifications and public postings of the Board’s decision. 
There are three parcels of land that abut the portion of First Avenue being
abandoned. The adjacent landowner (Richard and Sandra Riddle) have
been contacted and given the option to exercise preference rights before
the proposed date of sale by or appear at the public sale and submit a bid
for that portion of First Avenue adjacent to their property. The adjacent
owner has met with staff and feels that he has already paid for the
abandoned area when he purchased the land from the previous owners.
On May 5, 1980, the BOS accepted a petition for the abandonment of a
certain portion of First Street (First Avenue is how the road is named on
the subdivision plat) in Midland City.  The BOS moved that the Clerk of
the Board (Clerk) publish a Notice of Intent to Abandon. The motion
passed unanimously. On May 27, 1980, the BOS unanimously approved
the abandonment of a portion of First Street and instructed the Clerk to
prepare a resolution reflecting this action of the BOS. On June 9, 1980,
the BOS unanimously adopted Resolution No. 80-6-5 abandoning a
portion of First Street in Midland City.  The resolution has a legal
description included that attempted to convey the abandonment.  The
legal description was poorly written and failed to convey the abandoned
area.  The legal description in said resolution conveyed the majority of the
proposed abandonment area; however, it also conveyed adjoining private
property not owned by Gila County. Staff is unable to find a corrected
legal description and deed, or a reason why one was never prepared and
given to the petitioners. The petitioners must have felt they owned the



given to the petitioners. The petitioners must have felt they owned the
area the BOS abandoned as they began to use the area and later included
the area when they sold their property.  A Quit Claim Deed has now been
prepared in anticipation of the BOS approving the abandonment and
conveying the portion of First Avenue in Midland City to the current
adjoining land owner (Riddle). Aerial photographs from 1981 show the
area being used.

Evaluation
First Avenue was created when Midland City Subdivision, Official Map No.
48 Gila County Records was created in 1916. This portion of First Avenue
was never built and only exists on paper.  Until this was brought to the
County's attention a couple of years ago, the County assumed this had
been abandoned previously.

Conclusion
County staff believes it is in the best interest of all involved to correct
Resolution No. 80-6-5 by adopting Resolution No. 16-09-05 which quit
claims a portion of First Avenue in Midland City to Richard and Sandra
Riddle.  If it is determined that quit claiming this portion of First Avenue
is in violation of Arizona Revised Statutes, staff has placed a value of
$99.00 on the roadway.

Recommendation
It is the recommendation of the Public Works Division Director that the
Board of Supervisors adopt Resolution No. 16-09-05.

RIDDLE. THIS RESOLUTION CORRECTS RESOLUTION NO. 80-6-5, RECORDED 

AT DOCKET 503, PAGES 165-166, GILA COUNTY RECORDS IDENTIFIED THE 

VACATED ROADWAY AS A PORTION OF FIRST STREET IN MIDLAND CITY MAP 

48, INSTEAD OF FIRST AVENUE. THIS RESOLUTION ALSO CORRECTS ERRORS 

FOUND IN THE LEGAL DESCRIPTION WHICH DID NOT CORRECTLY VACATE 

THAT PORTION OF FIRST AVENUE AS INTENDED. 
 

WHEREAS, Richard and Sandra Riddle are owners of the land abutting that parcel of land 

herein described; and 

 

WHEREAS, it has been determined that the disposal of said parcel of land will not leave 

any property without access to public roads and streets of Gila County, is no longer necessary 

for public use, and the same should be granted; and 

 

WHEREAS, it is i n  the best interest of the County of Gila to be relieved of the obligation 

to maintain said parcel of land and correct those errors found in Resolution No. 80-6-5; 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Gila County Board of Supervisors: 

 

Section 1: That the portion of land described herein and constituting portions of First Avenue as 

shown on Official Map No. 48, Gila County Records, Gila County, Arizona, is hereby 

disposed, vacated and abandoned, subject, however, to all existing water, gas and utility 

easements now existing on said parcel of land. 

 

Section 2: That the Chairman of the said Board of Supervisors, be and he is hereby authorized, 

empowered and directed to make, execute and deliver in the name and under the seal of the 

County of Gila, a quit claim deed conveying t o  Richard and Sandra Riddle, as owners of 

the abutting property, those parcels of land hereinbefore described, and to cause said deed to be 

attested and the seal of the said County of Gila to be affixed thereto by the Clerk of the said 

Board of Supervisors. 
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The quit claim deed and legal description are attached for 

informational purposes only and will be recorded as 

separate documents.

At the Board of Supervisors' July 11, 2016, Regular Meeting, the Board approved a
request to advertise Invitation for Bids (IFB) No. 071516, which is for the upfitting of
law enforcement vehicles.  Five 2017 Ford Expeditions have been received and are
awaiting upfitting with law enforcement lights, sirens and accompanying equipment.

IFB No. 071516 was advertised in the Arizona Silver Belt newspaper on August 3,
2016, and August 10, 2016, and on the Gila County website.  The bid due date was set
for August 16, 2016.

In addition to posting IFB No. 071516 in the newspaper and on the County's website, it
was emailed to five contractors. Two bids were received.

Evaluation
One of the five vehicles will be used by the Sheriff's Office Administration and the
remaining four vehicles will be fully outfitted patrol vehicles. The contract asked for a
total of thirteen vehicles to be priced in the event the other eight vehicles we are asking
to advertise for bids are the exact same brand and model. The bid from Creative
Communications was lower; however, it was disqualified because it did not meet the
minimum requirements, specifically, spotlights were not included in the quote. The
difference in the total bid price for one supervisor vehicle and twelve patrol vehicles is
$4,955.47, which is about $381.19 per vehicle. The vehicles that need to be upfitted
will require the spotlights. The prices in the bids reflect the equipment for one vehicle
per type of application only.

Conclusion
The Public Works Division Director and the Undersheriff are in agreement that Kenco

All applications for a special
event license issued pursuant to this subsection must be submitted to
the department at least ten days before the scheduled event."

Evaluation

On behalf of the 

CAP, we welcome Mr. Newman to the Advisory Board and we look forward to his 

invaluable membership.  Community Services has hired a new Deputy Director that will be 

providing assistance to Ms. Buzan and other staff.  Estelle Belarde, formerly the Housing 

Services Coordinator, will be the Deputy Director.   

   

C.  Coordinator’s Report (Dorine Prine) 

 CAP Success Stories:  Allison Torres, the Case Manager in Globe, shared two of her 

success stories.  The first one was regarding an elderly client with no family that came to 

be homeless.  The client had no transportation and relied on walking in the heat and riding 

local transit whenever he could afford to.  The client did have a small fixed income.  He 

found an apartment, and Ms. Torres was able to help with move-in assistance.  Later, he 

found he was not eligible for the apartment and was homeless again.  Ms. Torres made 

many phone calls in search for rentals within his budget.  Another agency was going to 

send him to a shelter in the valley, but Globe is his home.  Ms. Torres called a landlord that 

CAP works with and he had a one bedroom trailer to rent.  The trailer was suitable and the 

client moved in immediately.  He is still living in the trailer and maintaining his bills.   
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The second story was about an elderly client, nearly blind, with other health issues and was 

home bound.  The gas bill was unusually high due to an old heater and he needed help 

paying that bill. Ms. Torres helped with the gas bill and with Supplemental Nutrition 

Assistance Program (SNAP) outreach.  Ms. Torres was able to renew his SNAP benefits 

and assisted him in renewing the Telephone Assistance Program.  Ms. Torres saw the 

client’s health decline and it was hard for him to write checks to pay the bills.  She assisted 

him in signing up for payments to be directly withdrawn from his bank account.  He was 

struggling with daily activities and Ms. Torres made some phone calls to find help, 

someone suggested Arizona Long Term Care System (ALTCS).  Ms. Torres referred the 

client and assisted with the process.  The hospital contacted Ms. Torres to advise her that 

the client fell and had to be admitted.  Ms. Torres was able to assure him that she would 

check to make sure that the utilities were paid and she followed up with the status of the 

ALTCS application.  The client moved into a nursing home and was approved for ALTCS.   

Both of these clients illustrate how valuable our case management is to our clients.  

Through community partnership, referrals and research, CAP is able to assist beyond rent 

and utilities.   

 Customer Satisfaction Data Report for all of Community Services:  The report was 

presented to the Advisory Board.  A total of 33 surveys were collected.  The results are as 

follows:  

o 26 surveys were from CAP services.  CAP had a reduced amount of client contact 

due to the end of the fiscal year.   

o 100% were served in a timely and professional manner. 

o 100% stated the staff was friendly and knowledgeable. 

o 88% were previously aware of the service available through community services. 

o 100% would use this service again. 

o 100% would recommend this service to a friend. 

 CAP Advisory Board Bylaws:  Ms. Prine stated the Advisory Board Bylaws are being 

revised and amended.  Ms. Prine is working with Marian Sheppard, Clerk for the Board of 

Supervisors.  When a final draft has been completed, the Bylaws will need to be reviewed 

by Ms. Buzan and then by the County Attorney.

Hayden had a few problems with their 

phone system or they would have completed more returns.  She recognized Dorine Prine to 

report on the final figures.  Ms. Prine reported that the Gila County VITA program 

completed 502 income tax returns from the three offices (Globe, Payson and Hayden) 

compared to 452 last year.  An average income tax return costs approximately $236.  That 

saved the Gila County residents at least $123,492 in preparation fees.  Total federal refunds 

of $614,191 plus state refunds of $110,746 (a total of $724,937) were provided for the 

taxpayers, which helps to boost the local economy, reduce poverty and alleviate debt.  

Many of the income tax refunds were lower this year because of the Affordable Care Act 

insurance penalties.  

 Ms. Hinojos stressed the importance for Board members to attend quarterly and annual 

meetings.  She encouraged Board members to note the dates of next year’s scheduled 

meetings on their calendars. 

B.  Director’s Report (Malissa Buzan) 

 Ms. Buzan welcomed the new Board members.  She thanked everyone for attending the 

Board meeting and signing up to attend the ACAA (Arizona Community Action 

Association) Annual Conference.  She hopes that everyone will enjoy the conference and 

learn a lot from the speakers and break-out sessions.   

C.  Coordinator’s Report (Dorine Prine) 

 CAP Success Stories:  Ms. Prine read the success story shared by Allison Torres, who is 

the Case Manager in Globe.  A client had taken out a predatory title loan for car repairs.  

She was using income and selling personal items to pay the huge payments and going 

without food.  CAP assisted with rent eviction prevention, utilities, applied for SNAP 

benefits, referred her to WIC for monthly food boxes, referred her to the food bank, 

referred her to the Housing Department and other agencies for assistance.  The Housing 

Department weatherized her home and assisted with extensive case management.  She was 

referred to Social Security and she will be eligible to receive a higher benefit amount 

beginning in July 2016.  In a matter of four months, her budget is under control; she is 

eating healthy foods, she is saving energy and money from the weatherization, and she 

paid off the title loan.  That is just one example of CAP collaborating with all agencies to 

help our clients to resolve problems and become self-sufficient.    

 Customer Satisfaction Data Report for all of Community Services:  The report was 

presented to the Board.  A total of 119 surveys were collected.  The results are as follows:  

o 95 surveys were from CAP services 

o 100% were served in a timely and professional manner 

o 100% stated the staff was friendly and knowledgeable 

o 81% were previously aware of the service available through community services 

o 99% would use this service again 

o 99% would recommend this service to a friend 
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 The dates for the 2017 Fiscal Year CAP Advisory Board meetings were discussed.  This 

will information will be presented to the Board for approval at the following meeting.
